• Canon EOS 1Ds MK2 digital camera 
 

The EOS-1Ds Mark II is the 16.7 megapixel successor to the EOS-1Ds which was 
announced almost exactly two years earlier. Carrying on from the EOS-1Ds the Mark II 
has a full size 35 mm (36 x 24 mm) sensor which means it introduces no field-of-view 
crop, an 18 mm lens on this camera will provide exactly the same field-of-view as it would 
on a 35 mm film camera. At first glance it's clear to see that Canon has stuck (as they did 
with the EOS-1D Mark II) with the same body and control layout.

The Canon 20D digital camera boasts a huge 8.2 megapixel digital capture. 9 point AF 
area, 5fps for up to 23 frames in jpeg.
